ASSIGNMENT – Submitting an HTML form to a PHP file.


DESCRIPTION

For this assignment you will create an HTML form and a PHP file that work together. The PHP file will create a “Price List” according to the information that a user enters into the HTML form. The user should be allowed to enter the following information in the HTML form: 

· a unit price
· a tax rate
· the number of rows in the price list.
When the user clicks on the button to submit the form, the PHP file should then generate a price list based on the information that the user specified . See the example on the right.

EXAMPLE
This is what is displayed by the HTML form. The user enters whatever data he likes into the text fields and then presses the button to create the price list.
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After the user presses the button, the PHP generates HTML to display the following page. Notice that the unit price, and tax rate that are used for the price list are exactly what the user specified in the HTML form. Also notice that there are exactly 5 rows in the price list – again, this is what the user specified in the HTML form.
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
